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Chairman's Report

2022 was a challenging year for all

of us, especially for Ukraine and its peo-

ple, as well as for our Diaspora communities

and institutions, our churches and schools in the United States. We

experience all the tragedies taking place in Ukraine in real time, as we

read of them in our news feeds or watch them unfold on our screens.

But even with these tragic events, our life and work must go on, we
must fulfill our duties and not lose sight of our goals.

The mission of Selfreliance FCU has not changed: we strive to help
our members meet their financial needs. But in the past year (since
the beginning of the war) our membership has increased by 26%, and
with this influx of new members, the work required of our employees
has become proportionately greater.

Itis with great pride that | can state that with the excellent leadership
of our President and the leadership team, Selfreliance FCU was able
to successfully meet this challenge in all ten locations, in three states.

In addition to the work of the Credit Union, the Selfreliance
Foundation also received a greater number of requests for financial
assistance. The main question for our various organizations from
February onward was how to help Ukraine. A special Ukraine Relief
Fund account was immediately created, so Credit Union members
and others could contribute funds to support Ukraine. This fund col-
lected over $800,000, and these funds were allocated to help Ukraine,
through organizations such as the UMANA Foundation, Revived

A number of institutions also
celebrated milestones, and these required appropriate recognition
from the Foundation.

In concluding this report, | would like to express my sincere grati-
tude to our management and staff for their understanding, unity and
determination to help Ukraine and our brothers, as they face the
challenges of this unjustified war. | would like to note with pride that
Selfreliance FCU consistently ranks first among all Ukrainian credit
unions in the US in terms of membership, and second among them
in terms of assets.

I thank the members of our Board of Directors for their cooperation
and productive input.

The year 2022 has been unparalleled, and all of us have been deeply impact-
ed by the unthinkable disaster that occurred in Ukraine. This war is a very per-
sonal matter for our members and employees and it affected our operation
a lot. Many projects and initiatives were put on hold, we waived wire transfer
fees to Ukraine and Poland when thousands of members were sending help
to their loved ones, and our employees refocused on helping facilitate many
fundraising efforts. Selfreliance reacted proactively to provide assistance to
Ukrainians and helped establish the Selfreliance Foundation's Ukraine Relief
Fund and the Selfreliance Association Informational Center. You will find more
information about these organizations and their achievements on the follow-
ing pages of this Annual Report.

Furthermore, it is undeniably true that the year 2022 was marked by im-
mense volatility, which had no precedent, resulting from the Federal Reserve's
forceful and unprecedented tightening process implemented to contain infla-
tion which reached its highest peak in four decades.

Despite these difficulties, our credit union was still able to acheive its goals
for this year. Our assets reached $830 million, loans rose by a staggering 15%,
while Credit Union capital exceeded $125 million. We accomplished many of
our important projects and introduced new products and services. These are
impressive results, given the difficult situations we were facing!

Here are a few additional reasons to be a member of Selfreliance:
Our network of surcharge-free ATMs has grown to over 85,000 ATMs,
which is more than the top three US banks combined.
Our newly launched Zelle person-to-person transfer service is a huge
success reaching over 15,000 transfers per month.
We revised our Schedule of Fees and Charges, eliminating many fees for
individual and business members and saving our members hundreds of
thousands of dollars each year.
We introduced our new loan program to finance commercial trucks and
trailers.

In 2022, the Supervisory Committee focused its activities/internal
audits on the following:

Annual ACH Audit

The Supervisory Committee performs its duties in accordance with
the National Credit Union Administration’s (NCUA) Rules and Regulations,
which also includes hiring external auditors. Based on the findings of the
internal and external audits the Supervisory Committee identifies areas
of concern and reports them to the Board of Directors.

The CPA firm, Doeren Mayhew, completed a detailed audit of the
consolidated financial statements, for the year ended June 30, 2022,
and issued an Unqualified (Clean) Opinion concluding that the financial
reports of Selfreliance FCU fairly present its operations and financial
position. NCUA examiners conducted an Examination determining that
our institution is sound and financially stable.

The Supervisory Committee is comprised of 5 volunteers: Bohdan
Wruskyj, Michael Szpyhulsky, Andres Durbak, Myron Wasiunec, Wolodymyr
Murha, who are appointed by the Board of Directors annually. We thank
Yuliya Kurys, Internal Audit Manager, for her professionalism and stead-
fast support of Supervisory Committee initiatives.

2022 was a year of many chal-
lenges for our members, our staff,
our community and our home-
land. As all of us experienced
the tragic effects of Russia’s
war in Ukraine, we relied on
each other more than ever
to emerge stronger and re-
main steadfast and resolute
in the face of new challenges.
More than ever before, we
exemplified our mission state-
ment: foster the ideals of coop-
eration, promote ethnic strength,
and provide long-term stability to our
Ukrainian American community.

Despite these challenges, we took every oppor-
tunity to deliver positive changes to our members.
We developed a program to support our incoming
new immigrants, allow them to set up their banking
relationships, build credit and more easily assimi-
late into the fabric of everyday American life. As a
result of this, from April to December 2022 our
membership grew from 24,500 to 30,795 mem-
bers and we opened ten times the accounts we
typically do at our busiest locations. We increased
issuing credit cards from 40 monthly to over 200,
on average. We expanded our vehicle lending
limits and enabled our members to purchase and
refinance commercial vehicles such as trucks and
trailers.

The influx of new immigrants affected our ex-
isting member experience and created longer than
desired waiting times in our branches and the call
center. We fielded a steadily increasing number
of calls, beginning with over 1,500 in January and
gradually expanding to over 3,700 in December.
We thank our members for their patience and un-
derstanding during this time, and we continue to
add additional staff at our branches and call center
in order to serve our members faster and make it
easier to do business.

As we move into 2023, we continue to evolve
as an organization; we strive to provide consistent,
quality member experiences while constantly
adding value to our members. Our goal is to im-
prove our technology, services and offerings and
continue to provide convenient financial services
to our members.

We very much look forward to continue serving
you in 2023.

Helping our newest arrivals
navigate the financial informa-
tion jungle. 2022 presented a
new set of challenges and op-
portunities in communicating
the differences in financial ser-
vices to our newest members.
Financial education continues to
be our priority as we help members
navigate the maze of financial infor-
mation, misinformation, and opportu-
nistic marketing. In 2022 we provided direct
consultation, Ukrainian and English language website help pages, and
digitally delivered information and recommendations to our existing
membership, and to over 8,000 newly arrived members. Our focus
was on differentiating the value of our services from other institutions.
Additionally, we focused on further automation of our digital onboard-
ing via a series of language-specific hyperlinked emails explaining ser-
vices and their benefits.

We made available additional information and guidance thru local
community and virtual seminars and offered financial education links
via social media channels. Our social media, digital campaigns, and
website views exceeded 1.3 million.

In 2022 we made strides in customizing our membership experi-
ence utilizing digital technologies. We were able to recognize when
members were overspending on loans elsewhere and offered more
affordable options specific to each member. As a result, members that
accepted the offers together will save over $700,000 in projected in-
terest payments.

Our scholarship program awarded $18,000 to 18 students in 2022.

A portion of our department’s activity relates to social marketing and
integration with the groups to which our members belong. Acting not
only as a sponsor, we work together with community groups by pro-
viding them with some of the material they need (but would not be
able to afford to purchase) to conduct successful events. At times,
we also engage directly with the groups to help them execute their
events.

Marketing Department direct sponsorships and support to com-
munity organizations, together with our Foundation's support, ap-
proached $1,600,000. With the addition of over $800,000 raised
via Selfreliance Foundation's Ukraine Relief Fund, we injected over
$2,400,000 into our communities here and for Ukraine. This under-
scores our institution’s commitment to our members and the com-
munities to which they belong. Indicative of our commitment to social
needs, we absorbed international transfer fees for our members who
sent money to Ukraine and Poland. As a result, our members were
able to transfer over $4,000,000 to these countries more easily.

Financial education, social marketing, and community support un-
derscore our marketing philosophy. We market not for the sake of
selling, but to educate and to help our members navigate the sea of
information, to ultimately save money, and to succeed in their finan-
cial journey, in the spirit of “people helping people.”

A year like no other. In the days following Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, it
became clear that individuals and families fleeing the terror would be ar-
riving to our cities. Chicago's Ukrainian community groups quickly formed
a crisis task committee and selected our Association as the lead group in
responding to the needs of the new arrivals. The Association’s director,
Roman Yatskovskyy quickly assembled volunteers including attorneys, and
individuals versed in social work to assist with the burgeoning inflow of
people, coming in initially as immigrant parolees and later under the U4U
program.

The Selfreliance Foundation stepped up to grant the Association over
$100,000 in critically needed funding to enable us to continue assisting the
arrivals. In a matter of weeks, we were seeing 25 people per day coming
into our Chicago Avenue location in need of ‘everything’. We discovered
that resettlement agencies in lllinois were able to help our new arrivals
and in a short time, Refugee One, World Relief, and the Polish American
Association were able to co-locate case workers to our office to assist with
the influx. The lllinois Dept of Human Services (IDHS) was also able to send
in their task force of approximately 9 people on a regular basis to help with
the new arrivals, at times numbering 55 individuals per day.

In June, reps from IDHS and the Office of Refugee Resettlement (ORR)
visited our Association, and shortly thereafter IDHS offered to assist in
building out our infrastructure. In a matter of months, our Association
grew from one full-time and one part-time employee and volunteers to
14 full-time employees, plus volunteers and community liaisons. We cur-
rently serve as a hub for the lllinois Coalition for Immigrant and Refugee
Rights (ICIRR) Chicago area Ukrainian Immigrant Family Resource Program
(IFRP). Our hub works closely with the above-mentioned agencies as well
as Jewish Child and Family Services (JCFS), Northshore Legal Aid, DuPage
Federation, and other groups to provide a wide spectrum of services for
immigrants and those in need.

In the summer of 2022, we concurrently applied for a Welcome US pilot

program intended to recruit and assist sponsors under United for Ukraine
(U4U), and now serve as a hub for the Welcome US sponsor effort as well,
Working closely with dozens of community groups, we established four
satellite locations at Ukrainian community centers and churches that ring
the Chicago metro area. We are now developing an integrated support
platform for new arrival and sponsor needs.

Our efforts extended into the Ukrainian population in the metro Detroit
area, facilitating some of the same services as in lllinois, and in 2023 we
look forward to expanding our help to the New Jersey area.

In 2022 we were able to assist nearly 10,000 individuals in lllinois and
several hundred in the Detroit area. Most of our grassroots work was
possible only because of the dedicated community to which we belong
and with the assistance of the Selfreliance Foundation, IDHS, and other
donors, some of whom prefer to remain anonymous.

From its founding in 1951, Selfreliance Federal Credit Union has
been a financial institution with a community focus.
