Chairman’s Message

The year 2004 marks our credit union's
fifty third year of service to the
Ukrainian American community. The

dream of our founders is being realized
every day as we serve you, our member-
owners, in meeting your financial goals. 

As we close the year 2004, and look at
our credit union's financial and member-
ship figures, we see a very strong and viable financial
institution. These are the figures: 

Assets $449,800.894 
Net Income $6,575,780 
Community Expenditure $902,851 
Members 21,275 

Comparing these figures to the year 2003 we see
growth in every category. Assets grew by
$39,205,759; net income grew by $2,009,830, and
community expenditure grew by $291,047.
Membership increased by 520 new members. 

These results were obtained in very difficult eco-
nomic and political times. That they were obtained is
due in great part to our President and Chief Executive
Officer, Bohdan Watral, and his dedicated and loyal
staff. To him and his staff, a sincere thank you. 

One of our great sources of pride is that the credit
union serves not only its members, but also our
churches, cultural institutions and youth organiza-
tions. Since we are a Ukrainian-American financial
institution, we serve exclusively Ukrainian-American
groups. 

In the year 2004, the will of the Ukrainian people
was realized with the triumph of the "Orange
Revolution." Ukraine has a new president, who will,
we hope and pray, lead Ukraine to be a free and inde-
pendent country and an integral part of Europe. To
support this revolution, credit union members collect-
ed over $350,000 dollars. 

This same year, Congressman Danny
Davis, who represents that part of
Chicago known as the Ukrainian
Village, and in which the home office of
the credit union is located, traveled to
Kyiv, Ukraine, with board members
Oresta Fedyniak, Oleh Karawan, and
myself. He met with a number of high

Ukrainian government officials to discuss Ukrainian-
American relations. His trip culminated in a visit to the
memorial to the millions that perished during the arti-
ficial famine in Ukraine. He laid a wreath of flowers
on the grounds of the memorial, and the occasion was
broadcast on Ukrainian television. Selfreliance was
instrumental in arranging this trip. We hope that as
more members of Congress travel to Ukraine, they will
gain a better understanding of the country in which
we or our parents were born. 

In closing this report, I would be remiss if I did not
thank my fellow board members, the members of the
Credit and Supervisory committees, and the New
Jersey Advisory Board for their dedication to our credit
union. It is an honor to be able to work with them.
Thank you. 

As we look forward to next year, we again see very
difficult times. Our country remains at war. The deficit
is increasing at a very rapid pace. Interest rates remain
low. It will be a challenging year for our credit union.
But I can categorically state that with our members’
faith and trust in their credit union, our great staff, and
a very dedicated Board of Directors and committee
members, our credit union will meet those challenges,
and succeed. 

With great faith in God, our country and our mother
country, I look forward to a great 2005.

President’s Report

Selfreliance Ukrainian American Federal
Credit Union was created by the
Ukrainian American Community in

1951 as a cooperative institution owned by
its members. During the past 53 years our members,
utilizing our financial services, have achieved their
personal financial goals and have allowed Selfreliance
to grow. 

In 2004, we witnessed many changes both in
Ukraine and in the Ukrainian American community.
These historic events have energized Selfreliance to
build lasting, mutually beneficial partnerships with our
members, and help the evolving democracy in
Ukraine.

The Board of Directors, under the leadership of Dr.
Michael Kos, the committees and the professional,
dedicated staff of Selfreliance worked hand in hand,
for the financial success of our credit union and its
members. The following pages contain our financial
statements and a review of operations for 2004.

Assets, member shares, and member loans all experi-
enced healthy growth. Most impressive was the
achievement of record earnings. Net income for 2004
exceeded $6.5 million. This amount represents a 44%
increase from 2003. Net Income represents a return on
average assets in excess of 1.5%. Capital now exceeds
$66 million, affording us the ability to plan for a suc-
cessful future.

To fulfill our commitment, the Board of Directors
adopted a resolution to distribute a portion of earnings
to all members. We raised the proposed dividend rate
on regular share accounts and raised the rates offered
on Share Certificates to levels exceeding those paid by
other financial institutions. For 2005 the Board of
Directors has designated a record $1,000,000 for pro-
motional and educational expenditures to support the
Ukrainian American community.

To better serve you, the scope of the
services we provide has been consis-
tently expanded. We offer a full range
of personal and business accounts.
We maintain nine easily accessible
locations. The Home office is open
seven days a week. Utilizing online

account access, your financial needs can be met 24
hours a day. We are positioned to be your primary
financial institution: ready, willing and able to fulfill all
your financial needs.

We are proud of the fact that the credit union move-
ment and the National Credit Union Administration
have recognized Selfreliance to be a premier financial
institution, which has consistently succeeded in meet-
ing the financial needs of its members, while protect-
ing member assets and optimizing the value of its
members’ shares.

As we look to the future, we ask every member of the
community to do all they can to encourage everyone
to become a member of Selfreliance. As a member you
will benefit from our services, will be treated with
respect and ultimately, we believe, will attain financial
independence. 

Together our community will continue to grow and
prosper.

The Supervisory Committee of the Credit Union acts as
an advocate on behalf of the members. The primary func-
tion of the Committee is to make internal audits designed
to determine that: (1) reports and statements are prepared
on time and accurately reflect operations and their results;
(2) established internal controls are effectively maintained
and adequately protect the credit union, its members and
personnel; and 
(3) elected officials and employees of the Credit Union
perform their responsibilities in a proper manner. The
Committee identifies areas of possible concern, and pre-
sents analyses and recommendations for improvement to
the Board of Directors on a monthly basis. Its activity is
reported to the membership at the Annual Meeting.

The Supervisory Committee performs its duties in accor-
dance with the National Credit Union Administration's
(NCUA) Rules and Regulations, and cooperates with feder-
al examiners and with independent CPA auditors.
Committee members continually improve their skills
through participation in professional seminars on current
developments in audit and compliance. 

In 2004 the Committee was comprised of: Bohdan
Wruskyj - Chairman, Andrew Hrechak, and Joseph
Owerko. Internal controls and audits were managed by
Lubomyr Klymkowych. Compliance testing is performed
by Lida Swytnyk. This year's audit included tests to ensure:
(1) necessary safeguards of members' assets and informa-
tion; (2) that all members and employees are given equal
opportunities and treatment; 
(3) that membership, loan and other documentation 
follow set policies and procedures; (4) accuracy of cash
counts in teller drawers and vaults; (5) that reports are
timely and fairly represent the financial and operating
results of the Credit Union; and (6) that the Credit Union is
compliant with all Federal Regulations, particularly the
"Patriot Act".

A detailed annual audit was performed by the CPA firm
of Domino & Associates, LTD., which issued an unquali-
fied opinion that reports of Selfreliance UAFCU fairly pre-
sent its operations and financial position. Federal (NCUA)
examiners awarded our institution their highest rating for
our stability and financial strength.

We commend the Board of Directors, committees, man-
agement and employees of Selfreliance Ukrainian
American Federal Credit Union for their hard work and
commitment to our Credit Union. I thank the Supervisory
Committee members and Lubomyr Klymkowych for their
continued dedication and enthusiasm.

The Credit Committee, by approving loans, gives mem-
bers the opportunity to become homeowners, purchase
buildings, businesses, automobiles, obtain VISA credit cards
and personal loans. All loans are approved in compliance
with National Credit Union Administration (NCUA) regula-
tions, federal legislation and policies established by the
Board of Directors of our institution. 

This past year, the Credit Committee met weekly to review
every applicant's credit history, their financial status, and
their capacity to repay the loan. In approving loans, the
Committee evaluated every application objectively.  

In 2004, the Credit Committee approved 1,653 loans,
totaling $82,481,508.

Bankers have tried to limit credit unions through the
courts and in Congress. But so far, they haven’t  suc-
ceeded. That’s because credit unions have had
defenders in Congress since 1934 when
the Federal Credit Union Act passed. Sen.
Morris Sheppard, D-Texas, introduced the
act during the Great Depression “to solve
a great national problem in the only way
it can be solved—by making available to
people of small means credit for provi-
dent purposes through a national system
of cooperative credit. 

They’re not for profit and democratic—
Legislators support credit unions

because of their not-for-profit, democratic
structure. “Credit unions are tax-exempt
because they are focused on service and
not on profit. They are owned by their
members and run democratically,” says
House Democratic Whip Steny Hoyer, D-
Md. Profits go to members in the form of
lower prices for loans and transaction
accounts and through better returns on
savings. “I understand you are for service
and not for profit,” Treasury Secretary
John Snow told credit unions just last year. “I believe
revoking the tax exempt status of credit unions could
impose additional tax burdens on millions of
Americans who belong to credit unions,” says Rep.
Dave Camp, R-Mich. The “purpose of credit unions
[is] to serve the financial needs of their members
rather than to maximize profits,” he notes.

They promote thrift and saving—
Legislators support credit unions because they pro-

mote thrift and savings. “Here and abroad, I’m proud
of your efforts,” says Rep. Ed Royce, R-Calif. “Credit
unions are helping the future of more than 80 million
members around the U.S. and countless others around
the globe. You’re helping families save their hard-
earned money to buy houses, cars, and to invest in
education.” 

They provide financial education—
Legislators support credit unions because they pro-

mote financial education. Sen. Paul Sarbanes, D-Md.,
salutes “credit unions’ long-standing commitment to
financial literacy.” “Congress is receptive to the idea
of helping those who provide locally owned financial

services,” says Rep. Barney Frank, D-
Mass.

They serve working people—
Legislators continue to back credit

unions because they serve people from
all walks of life. Today that’s 85 million
members— working men and women—
mostly hourly wage earners. “I’m not for
taxing credit unions. You start taxing
credit unions, you know who’s going to
pay the taxes—the members,” says Sen.
Richard Shelby, R-Ala., who chairs the
Senate Banking Committee.

“By increasing lending opportunities to
small businesses, families, and workers,
credit unions are contributing to our eco-
nomic recovery and increasing opportu-
nities in our communities,” says
President George W. Bush. “I support
strongly the tax-exempt status of credit
unions and will continue to highlight the

important contributions that credit unions make to our
financial system.” In the past three years, credit unions
have extended membership opportunities to another
64 million Americans who live in low-income neigh-
borhoods. “Today, credit unions help working families
that do not have easy access to credit pool their sav-
ings to make loans available at competitive interest
rates,” says Sen. John F. Kerry, D-Mass. This helps
“members avoid predatory loan practices,” he adds.

They’re true to their mission—
“In a nation facing forces that threaten to rip our eco-
nomic well-being apart— downsizing, outsourcing,
shipping jobs abroad—credit unions remind us that
we can work together for the common good,” says
Rep. Bernard Sanders, I-Vt. “They show us, day after
day, that it is not necessary to incorporate the profit
motive into every aspect of American life. In fact,
credit unions show us how, if profits are not involved,
people can come together to help themselves, sustain
themselves, and create healthy communities.”

Board chairman Michael R. Kos and vice-chairs Oresta
Fedyniak, Oleh Karawan and Ihor Laszok stopped by the offices
of the Ukrainian National Association of Savings and Credit
Unions to talk with its president Petro Kozinets and his staff, and
also visited Anisia Church Credit Union in Lviv, BOD chairman
Volodymyr Sydorovych. Selfreliance board members warmly
greeted their colleagues in Kyiv and Lviv and also provided finan-
cial assistance to enable the credit unions to enhance and contin-
ue their beneficial activities. 

US Congressman Danny Davis, whose district includes the
Ukrainian Village neighborhood of Chicago, joined the coopera-
tive delegation. Together with Michael Kos he talked with
President Leonid Kuchma and also met with a group of US
Congressmen who were in Kyiv at the time. 

While in Kyiv we were guests of Marta Kolomayets-Yanevskyi
and her husband Danylo, who warmly welcome visitors from
Chicago to their home. Marta has lived in Ukraine since 1989
and now works for the US-Ukraine Foundation as director of the
Community Partnerships Project. Danylo Yanevskyi is now news
anchorman for the popular TV5.

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Selfreliance Ukrainian American FCU played an inte-
gral part in community events supporting the Orange
Revolution in Ukraine. 

The credit union provided space at its facility for mem-
bers of the “Elections 2004” committee to prepare for
community rallies and buses to transport Ukrainian
Village residents, young and old, to the rallies. 

Selfreliance Ukrainian American FCU cancelled fees
for wire transfers to Ukraine, so members could more
easily send funds to their families. As of December 14,
2004 over $356,000 had been contributed.

Selfreliance provided space for Ukrainian citizens liv-
ing in Chicago, many of whom are members of the cred-
it union, to register to vote at the Ukrainian Consulate in
Chicago during the presidential elections. The credit
union also provided buses which transported voters
from Ukrainian Village to the Consulate. As a result,
Electoral District #95, including most of the US Midwest,
tallied the largest percentage of Yuschenko votes.
Selfreliance offices in New Jersey also provided buses
to transport Ukrainian citizens to their voting locations.
