Today our capital to asset
ratio exceeds 20%, among the highest in the financial
industry.

Our net income of $781,371 was in line with the 2010
budget. In preparing our budget, we were aware of
the need to absorb additional assessments levied by
the National Credit Union Administration, our insurer
and regulator, increases in regulatory compliance costs
and funding of our reserve for loan losses. We absorbed these
expenditures with existing staff, while enhancing member services
and maintaining our financial commitment to the community.

Our success is the result of the strategic, cohesive leadership of
our Board of Directors, the commitment of our committees and the
dedication of our professional staff. We have laid the foundation for
our future to serve you, our members, in the years to come.

We realize that the economic environment will continue to be
difficult in 2011. Unemployment will remain high, the real estate
market will be tenuous, and we will be subject to additional
expenditures beyond our control. In 2011 we will be upgrading our
data processing system, expanding our services and renovating
some of our facilities. We will strengthen our partnership with the
community and increase the support of our foundation.

In conclusion I would like to thank the members of the Board
of Directors, headed by Dr. Michael Kos, and members of our
committees for the countless hours they contribute as volunteers
to keep our credit union safe, sound and competitive. I would
like to thank our staff members, who are always ready to serve
you, our members, and most assuredly I would like to thank you,
our members, for your steadfast trust and partnership in our
commitment to “people helping people”.

In 2011 we celebrate our 60™ anniversary. I am truly grateful to
have been afforded the honor and opportunity to serve as CEO of
Selfreliance Ukrainian American Federal Credit Union for over 30
years.

In 2010, the Credit Committee approved 732 loans,
totaling $40,420,940.

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Supervisory Committee Report

For the past 60 years, the Supervisory
Committee has acted as an advocate on
behalf of the Credit Union members. The
Committee is responsible for identifying areas
of possible concern and presenting analyses and
recommendations for improvement to the Board
of Directors on a monthly basis, and to the credit
union’s members at the Annual Meeting.

The Supervisory Committee performs its duties
in accordance with the National Credit Union
Administration’s (NCUA) Rules and Regulations,
and cooperates with federal examiners and with
independent CPA auditors.

In 2010 the Committee included Bohdan
Wruskyj — Chairman, Orest Ciapka, Andres
Durbak, and Joseph Owerko. Internal controls
and audits were managed by Lubomyr
Klymkowych.

A detailed annual audit was performed by
the CPA firm of Doeren Mayhew. With special
emphasis on risk management, they issued
a clean opinion that reports of Selfreliance
UAFCU fairly present its operations and financial
position. NCUA regulators examined our loan
department policies and procedures and
commended our institution for its stability and
financial strength.

We commend the Board of Directors,
Committees, management and employees of
Selfreliance Ukrainian American Federal Credit
Union for their hard work and commitment to our
credit union. I thank the Supervisory Committee
members and Lubomyr Klymkowych for their
continued dedication.

In 2010 our New Jersey Offices were able to maintain
their profitability, continue to provide their membership
with quality financial services and increase their level of
support for local Ukrainian community organizations.

Despite the difficult economic environment and the
rising costs of regulatory compliance, we were able to end
this challenging fiscal year with $243,338 of net income,
$15,811,639 of capital and $88,444,817 in total assets.
This represents 31% of total net income earned by our
entire institution, 17% of its total capital and 20% of its
total assets. I would like to thank our membership for
providing support that made this modest success possible.

Throughout 2010 we redoubled their efforts in working
together with our local Ukrainian community. New Jersey
Offices contributed $102,000 of financial support for local
Ukrainian organizations and churches. In 2010 our credit
union became the main sponsor of the First Ukrainian
Festival at the New Jersey Ukrainian American Community
Center in Whippany, of several cultural events at the
revitalized Ukrainian National Home in Jersey City, and the
St. John The Baptist UCC Ukrainian Festival in Newark -
all were highly-successful and well-attended events that
benefited our member organizations and enhanced the
image of our institution.

I would like to thank the members of the NJ Advisory
Board and the Selfreliance Foundation Board of Directors
for their invaluable help and generous support for this
important part of our mission, as well as our managers
and staff for successfully implementing these initiatives.

The Ukrainian schools in Whippany, Newark and Jersey
City continued to work together with our credit union,
assisting with our membership drive youth program and
benefiting from its success. Our credit union’s future, as
well as the future of our community, is assured through
the successful integration of our youth into community
organizations, schools and churches. We will always
support our youth organizations
in every way to help them grow
and prosper, but we cannot
do this without the support
of our membership. That is
why every person, who cares
about our Ukrainian culture
and community, should join our
membership and encourage
others to do so as well.
