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Chairman’s Message

The United States of America in the last two centuries has
undergone two great economic crises. The Great Depression
lasted from 1929 to the beginning of World War Two. At its
height, in 1932, the United States had a population of a little
over 123 million and an unemployment rate of 24%. One out
of every four workers was unemployed. Yet by the end of the
Great Depression and World War Two, the United States had
become the most powerful nation in the world.

The Great Recession began in 2007 and is still with us.
In 2010 the United States had a population of almost 308
million and an unemployment rate of 9.6%. According to the
Department of Labor, in November 2010, 15.1 million workers
were out of work. This figure does not include workers who
had lost their positions and were now working in part time
or much lower positions, as well as workers who simply had
given up looking for work.
The unemployment rate in 2012 was 7.7%. While this
figure shows an improvement, it must be remembered that
according to the Bureau of Labor Statistics the United States
lost 6.3 million manufacturing jobs between January 1990 and
January 2010, a 36% decline. The housing bust, which wiped out trillions
of dollars of household wealth, was a prime factor in the Great Recession.

Faced with the gravest economic crisis since the Great Depression,
the United States government decided to come to the rescue of the
economy. It did so by providing billions of dollars to some of the largest
financial institutions, insurance companies, and manufacturers, with
the understanding that these monies would be repaid with interest.
Economists and historians will debate for many years whether this was
the correct approach.

This dire economic situation affected our credit union as well. Rates are
low. Loan demand has lessened. Membership has somewhat declined.
However our results for 2012 show that we continue to be a profitable
institution.

The results of 2012 show improvements in our assets and our net
income. Perhaps this also indicates that the Great Recession is slowly
ending and that our economy is picking up. We still have a long way to go
before we can say that our economy has fully recovered.

In view of the uncertain economic situation in the United States today,
our credit union’s Board of Directors must take the necessary steps to
assure the continued viability of our financial institution, so that it may
continue to service its members and our community.

May God bless every one of you, the United States of America, and
Ukraine.

I am pleased to present our financial statements on
the following pages. As our statements show, we have
continued to be successful in today’s trying economic times
by providing a full spectrum of financial services to help our
members succeed.

In 2012 our earnings allowed us to contribute an additional
$2,000,000 to The Selfreliance Foundation while maintaining
a respectable net income of $1,040,967. Our contribution
and our net income together represent a healthy 70 basis
point return on our assets.

Our equity, reserves and undivided earnings have
consistently grown and now exceed $81,000,000, which
represents 19% of our assets. We are among the best
capitalized financial institutions in the United States.

The Selfreliance Foundation, created to help our
community, has also prospered with its capital approaching
$6,000,000.

Throughout our history, our credit union has always been
profitable. We have always earned and paid our way by
following a solid prudent business plan developed by our
BOD, headed by our chairman, Mr. Michael Kos, and managed by our
professional and proficient staff.

With the economic downturn of 2008, as a federally insured credit
union, we became financially responsible for the failures of other less
prudent credit unions. Their failures have caused our institution over
$4,200,000 in assessments and capital write downs, which could
have been utilized for the benefit of our members. We are facing the
prospect of additional assessments in the future.

Today, we are at the crossroads as the economic and regulatory
environment continues to change and become more demanding. We
are focused on our future; we are committed to maintain our viability.
We are determined to expand our services and our accessibility, and
to grow our institution.

Our primary concern is for our members and our community,
and how they can benefit from our past success and the equity we
have earned. We will maintain our flexibility and analyze various
opportunities that will allow us to accomplish this goal and guarantee
a better future for us all.

The financial problems and difficulties, which have beset our
economy since the fiscal crisis of 2007, continued in 2012.
The economic well-being of our members and the business
environment of our credit union were affected by the continued
uncertainty and stagnation in the real estate market and by
the high rate of unemployment. In addition to this, our offices
in New Jersey also suffered the consequences of a natural
disaster, hurricane Sandy.

Our New Jersey offices were able to overcome the obstacles
and attain operational success, simply because they could call
upon the support and wide-reaching assistance of our entire
institution. In twenty years of our presence in New Jersey, our
local branches have been able to maintain their profitability
due to this support and cooperation.

In 2012, profitability of the New Jersey offices increased by
$44,937, providing a net income of $324,034. Capital of the
New Jersey offices grew to $16,489,316, or 18% of the credit
union’s capital. Assets in New Jersey as of 12/13/2012 were
$88,613,236, or 20% of general assets. At the end of 2012, the
New Jersey offices had $24,165,910 in member loans, $76,714,239
in savings and $64,447,236 in investments. Many operational costs
were covered out of the general budget, which further enhanced
our profitability.

Because of the support and assistance provided by the Home
Office, we were able to resume financial operations and member
services on the third day following hurricane Sandy. This was
a significant achievement, considering that most local financial
institutions remained closed for five days or longer.

With the financial support of the Selfreliance Foundation, we were
able to provide assistance to community organizations, events and
projects initiated by our churches, schools, youth organizations and
cultural institutions.

I would like to express my most sincere gratitude to the Board of
Directors of Selfreliance UAFCU, the members of the New Jersey
Advisory Committee, senior management, and the staff of our
institution, for their leadership, support and cooperation, which
enabled us to succeed. Special thanks to you, our credit union
members, for your trust and participation, which make it possible
for our institution to grow and to be successful.
