It must provide varied types of financial services at highest professional
levels and create a caring environment for its members. It must foster the
ideals of cooperation, promote ethnic strength, and provide long-term
stability to our Ukrainian-American community.
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The year 2018 was an eventful one for our
credit union. Three major events took place
that will affect our operations.

First and foremost is the fact that our long
time Chief Executive Officer and President,
Bohdan Watral, after forty years of service
to our credit union, has decided to retire.
While this report is not the place to list all of
Bohdan’s accomplishments during his tenure,
let me just mention a few. When Bohdan
started with us in 1978 our credit union’s
assets were around 30 million dollars. Today
they exceed 589 million dollars. When he
started with us, our operations consisted
of the main office and three branch offices,
all in lllinois. Today, through assumptions
and mergers, we operate three branches
in lllinois, three in New Jersey and three in
Michigan. Our membership has increased to
over 24,000 members. | think that we all can
agree that the job was well done.

Second was the merger of our credit union
with a Ukrainian credit union in Michigan. Of
interest is the fact that when the National
Credit Union Administration (NCUA), the
U.S. Government Agency, which supervises
all federal credit unions, announced that
the Michigan credit union was available for
merger, six credit unions submitted bids.

Based on the proposals submitted, NCUA chose
our credit union as the merger partner. To the
merger committee, thanks for a job well done.

Third was the fact that when Bohdan
announced his retirement effective December
37 of this year, the Board of Directors had the
duty and obligation to search for a successor.
After considering a number of candidates for the
position of Chief Executive Officer, your Board
of Directors unanimously chose Vitaliy Kutnyy.
Vitaliy has been with our credit union for 15
years, starting as a teller. He is highly educated,
with a very strong background in finance and
economics. We are positive that our credit
union’s daily operations are in capable hands
with Vitaliy at the helm.

In 2018 the US economy grew at a strong
rate. Gross domestic product (GDP) exceeded
3% for the quarters for which data is available.
The economy expanded over the summer and
fall at the fastest six-month pace in four years.
The number of open jobs rose in October to
the second highest on record. According to the
Labor Department, the number of job openings
increased 1.7 percent to a seasonally adjusted
7.1 million. The US unemployment rate was
3.99%. In lllinois it was 4.2%, in New Jersey 4.0%
and in Michigan 3.9%.

That was up from a year
ago, when the average weekly pay was $829.03.
Many economists credit this economic expan-
sion to the new tax law and a surge in govern-
ment spending.

Of concern to business and economists is
the ongoing trade war with China, which if not
settled could have a negative impact on our
economy.

It was in this interesting economy that our
credit union operated in 2018. With pleasure
I can report to you that our credit union had
solid profitable results, as evidenced by the
financial reports provided in this annual report.

I cannot close this report without thanking
all our employees for their dedicated work as
well as the members of the Supervisory and
Credit committees. A special thanks to my
fellow board members and the members of the
New Jersey Advisory Board.

Selfreliance FCU invests heavily into marketing to its members and
community. Year over year, Selfreliance budgets nearly half a million dollars
annually for community promotional and educational efforts. In 2018, we
invested over $600,000 into our marketing efforts, and | am pleased to
report that in 2018, 1,248 new members joined Selfreliance to take advan-
tage of our competitive rates on financial services.

In order to reach out to our membership as well as our 3,600 new
members and community in Michigan, our 2019 marketing budget will
increase to $650,000. Marketing efforts will focus on a greater email and
social media presence, as our membership continues to embrace the
convenience and speed of online communications and services.

Marketing costs in 2018 represented not only direct marketing of
services and brand awareness through various channels, including radio,
print, email, signage and social media marketing via Facebook, Twitter, and
Instagram, but also included what can be described as social marketing.

Social marketing includes sponsoring events and assisting groups in
preparing promotional materials for their events. For our affiliated commu-
nities, social marketing provides income for community groups which they
would not otherwise have. It also gives the groups the ability to enhance
their promotional efforts in ways which would be prohibitively expensive
without our assistance.

Whether it is a church celebrating its anniversary, or a youth group
planning a sports camp, a civic group organizing an event, or a community
dance group preparing for a concert - they all benefit from the relationship
that Selfreliance has cultivated with them over these many years.

From a social marketing point of view, we decide whether to sponsor
community events not only in regard to an immediate return on sponsor-
ship dollars (ROI), but also from a sense of responsibility to and relation-
ship with the community to which our members belong. We believe that
taking a role in fostering a financially healthy and vibrant community not
only provides benefits to our membership, but also secures our presence
within that community.

It ensures
that effective internal controls are in place; accounting records and financial reports are promptly and
accurately prepared; and that the plans and policies established by the Board of Directors are prop-
erly administered.

The Supervisory Committee performs its duties in accordance with the National Credit Union
Administration’s (NCUA) Rules and Regulations, which includes performing internal audits, as well as Bohdan Wruskyj Chairman
hiring external auditors. Based on its findings, along with those of the auditors and examiners, the Bo2daH Bpycbkuii (01060
Supervisory Committee identifies areas of possible concern and presents analyses to the Board of
Directors.

In 2018, the Supervisory Committee focused its internal audits on loan documentation, Other Real
Estate Owned (OREO) documentation, and merger accounting entries review. The CPA firm, Doeren
Mayhew, completed a detailed audit of the consolidated financial statements as of June 30, 2018 and
issued an unqualified (clean) opinion that the reports of Selfreliance FCU fairly present its operations
and financial position.

Bohdan Watral, President/CEQO of Selfreliance
FCU is retiring, after a 40-year career at
Selfreliance Federal Credit Union.

Bohdan Watral graduated with honors
from the University of Illinois in 1976, became
a Certified Public Accountant. He was employed
as Manager of the Selfreliance Association’s Food
Cooperative, and later worked for the Internal
Revenue Service, before beginning his career at
Selfreliance in 1978. He was elected to the Board
of Directors in 1980 and became President/CEQ
in April 1981.

During his 40 years as CEQ, the credit union
grew from $32 million to $580 million in assets,
reserves grew from $1.4 million to $110 million.
Membership nears 24,000. Selfreliance now has
ten full service locations in three states: lllinois,
Michigan and New Jersey. SFCU is one of the best
capitalized and most financially stable financial
institutions in the United States.

As Selfreliance CEO, Mr. Watral received many
awards and honors, including, among others, the
Herb Wegner Memorial Award (National Credit
Union Foundation, 1996); Executive of the Year
(Illnois Council of Credit Union Executive Society,
1992, 1995 and 1998); Spirit of Service (lllinois
Credit Union League, 1994) as well as letters of
commendation from US President Bill Clinton and
the Presidential Medal of Service for Credit Union
Development in 1997.

In addition to his role as the leader of SFCU,
Mr. Watral has been a strong supporter of credit
union development worldwide. He played a pivot-
al role in facilitating the reintroduction of credit
unions in Ukraine. His excellent rapport with pol-
iticians and community leaders strengthen the
credit union movement and our Ukrainian com-
munity.

Bohdan Watral and his wife Petrusia have
three children and four grandchildren. His family
steadfastly supported him throughout his career.

Mr. Watral defined his career with the follow-
ing: "...My commitment to the success of our cred-
it union has been without reservation. | have given
our institution, our community, our mission my
all over my years as the chief executive officer.”
