November 30, 1940 - December 4, 2019

On December 4, 2019, Selfreliance Federal Credit Union lost
its long-time Chairman of the Board of Directors, Michael R.
Kos. The Ukrainian credit union movement lost a great patriot.

Michael Kos was born on November 30, 1940 in Lviv,
Ukraine. During World War II the Kos family emigrated from
Ukraine, first to Austria, then to Buenos Aires, Argentina,
where they lived for seven years before arriving in Chicago in
1955.

Michael completed his academic studies, both undergrad-
uate and graduate, at the University of Illinois, Urbana IL,
earning a degree of Doctor of Jurisprudence. He practiced law
with several large firms and corporations, as well as with the
State of 1llinois and the Federal Government.

When he was drafted into the United States Army, Michael
Kos received a direct commission to Captain, Judge Advocate
General’s Corps. During his 30 years of military service, active
and reserve, he rose to the rank of colonel. Because of his unique
language skills, he traveled the world for the US Army and for
his private employer. The exemplary completion of his military
duties earned Michael Kos the Legion of Merit, the highest mili-
tary award presented in peacetime.

His professional duties included serving as a member of the
Board of the US Delegation, Inter-American Bar Association
and member of the American, Illinois and Chicago Bar
Associations.

Mr. Kos was an active member of the Ukrainian community.
Included in his accomplishments was being a founding member
of the Committee for Establishment of Ukrainian Studies
at the University of Illinois. He was an active member of St.
Nicholas Ukrainian Catholic parish and served as a member
of St. Nicholas Eparchy’s Advisory Council & Review Board.
He was also a member of the Ukrainian American Veterans
Post 32, the Ukrainian Catholic Education Foundation,
Chicago Fundraising Committee; Vice Chair of the Petlura
Chicago Committee; and a member of the Ukrainian Institute
of Modern Art, the Ukrainian National Museum, and the
Ukrainian Genocide-Famine Foundation.

Michael Kos was a member of the Board of Directors of
Selfreliance Federal Credit Union from 1977. His fellow Board
members elected him Chairman of the Board in 1996. His legal
and administrative skills were invaluable in the leadership of
the credit union and coordination of its growth and expansion.

Michael R. Kos ended each of his annual reports with the
words: “May God bless each and every one of you, the United
States of America and Ukraine!”

President/CEO Report

This was a very productive year for our credit union. As President and CEO, | had the opportunity to meet
with our community leaders, visit numerous churches and organizations, and participate in many community
events. | learned even more about our Diaspora and the important role our organizations play in preserving
our traditions, promoting our culture, and supporting immigrants adapting to life in a new environment.

Selfreliance Federal Credit Union was founded in 1951 to provide financial services to its members and
to support our community. Much has changed since that time, but the credit union is still a very important
cornerstone of our Diaspora. Selfreliance is committed to continue supporting its members and our commu-
nity with beneficial financial services and through The Selfreliance Foundation and our New Jersey Advisory
Board and Michigan Advisory Committee. The reports on the following pages are proof of our commitment.

With the credit union’s financial support, in 2019 the Foundation contributed $150,000 more to our
community organizations than in 2018, and this is the sixth consecutive year that the Foundation increased
its annual contribution to the community.

2019 was another great year for our credit union:

Selfreliance increased service hours, adding evening hours at the Michigan and New Jersey loca-
tions and opening the Warren, M office on Sundays.

The credit union restructured its call center to serve our members faster.

We reorganized the check return fee program so that now, in many cases, the credit union automat-
ically reverses fees.

We improved the workflow of the credit union loan processing and approval procedures, including a
much-improved online experience when applying for consumer loans and credit cards.

Selfreliance maintained high dividend rates on deposit accounts, even after the Federal Reserve cut
the fed funds rate multiple times and interest rates in the industry kept going down.

We lowered our mortgage rates and optimized closing fees.

The credit union completely rebranded its credit card program: eliminated foreign transaction fees,
added more bonus points and cash back, new travel benefits, new card designs, and “tap to pay’,
Apple Pay, Google Pay and Samsung Pay technologies.

As a result of many years of prudent management by the previous and current leadership, Selfreliance
FCU continues to be among the most financially stable community financial institutions in the United States.
In 2019, because of your support and participation, credit union assets increased to $622 million, loans grew
18% and reached $308 million, and member deposits exceeded $505 million. We paid our members almost
$5.5 million in dividends (the largest payout in the last ten years) while maintaining a better than planned
earnings level, resulting in $2.8 million in net income. Almost one thousand members took advantage of our
low interest rates on loans and, as a result, the credit union originated $99.7 million in new loans, an impres-
sive 70% increase in new originations compared to 2018.

Our successes and achievements would not be possible without you, our members, and the feedback that
you provide. It inspires us to do more, and we thank you for your trust. It also would not be possible without
the challenging and dedicated work of our employees. As a Selfreliance team, we strive to maintain the high-
est standards of professional financial services and to be the primary financial institution for our community.
| also thank our Board of Directors, Supervisory Committee, New Jersey Advisory Board and Michigan Advi-
sory Committee for their support and commitment to our credit union and community.

On December 4, 2019, Michael R. Kos, our long-time Chairman of the Board of Directors of Selfreliance
Federal Credit Union passed away. We will miss his leadership and guidance. The Board elected Oleh Karawan
to this key position to continue the work of his predecessor.

In 2020 the credit union will continue its focus on enhancing offerings with new products, optimizing
our existing services portfolio, improving processes, investing in employee training programs, expanding into
digital marketing, advancing in new technology, and continuing to deliver products and services that benefit
credit union members. We want to make our member's experience simpler, better, and more reliable.

SUPERVISORY COMMITTEE REPORT

The Supervisory Committee is appointed by the Board of
Directors. The committee acts independently as an advocate on
behalf of the Credit Union’s members. It ensures that effective
internal controls are in place, accounting records and financial
reports are promptly and accurately prepared, and that the plans
and policies established by the Board of Directors are properly
administered.

The Supervisory Committee performs its duties in accordance
with the National Credit Union Administration’s (NCUA) Rules and
Regulations, which includes performing internal audits, as well as
hiring external auditors. Based on its findings, along with those of
the auditors and examiners, the Supervisory Committee identifies
areas of possible concern and reports them to the Board of Directors.

In 2019, the Supervisory Committee focused its activities/
internal audits as follows:

Reviewed the data and system integration after the conversion
of the Michigan branches

Conducted Branch Audits focusing on compliance and security
Participated in quarterly Asset Liability Committee (ALCO)
meetings

Reviewed vault inventories

Reviewed accounts payable

Responded to member issues and concerns

NCUA reviewed our financial condition, the quality of our
management, risk exposure and areas of regulatory compliance as
part of their annual examination as of March 31, 2019, concluding
that our institution is financially sound and profitable. The CPA firm,
Doeren Mayhew, completed a detailed audit of the consolidated
financial statements as of June 30, 2019 and issued an Unqualified
(Clean) Opinion that the reports of Selfreliance FCU fairly present its
operations and financial position.

Marketing Report

There is an inspirational saying, "Alone we can do so little; together we can do so much’, it means that we
thrive when we cooperate and support one another. Entities which make up our community include churches,
youth groups, civic and sport groups, media and our financial institution. We work together to create a community
synergy that wouldn't otherwise be possible. Our credit union’s marketing and outreach work is optimized to
enhance that synergy and most importantly, to help better our member's financial lives.

In 2019, the marketing department expanded promotion of services, brand awareness, and increased
cooperation within the communities we serve. Selfreliance also created an advisory committee in Michigan whose
role is to enhance our understanding of and cooperation with the institutions within the community we now
serve in Michigan. Together with the New Jersey Advisory Board and the Michigan Advisory Committee, local
community outreach efforts culminated in the Credit Union’s participation in well over one hundred major events
in Illinois, New Jersey and Michigan. Selfreliance directors and representatives greeted various groups, lauded
their work and provided financial support for their ongoing activities, while encouraging participants to become
members of the credit union.

Direct and social marketing and awareness campaigns resulted in nearly one hundred thousand individual
emails being sent to our members and well over a half million views of the Credit Union and its services on
Facebook. Readers of 8 Ukrainian community newspapers saw ads for our services. Listeners of half a dozen
weekly and daily Ukrainian language radio programs heard information about our services and community role.
The marketing department expanded its targeted marketing efforts to more efficiently offer financial products
only when relevant to an individual's financial need. Over 1,300 new members joined our credit union family in
2019, to take advantage of our value-oriented products and bilingual member services.

This year Selfreliance participated in a Credit Union employee-initiated food drive and cancer walk. The
credit union also applauds the individual initiative in the renewal of the Selfreliance Association, a social service
bureau, independent of the credit union, that will help individuals adjust to and thrive in our society.

In 2020, foreseeing the continued growth of our community, Selfreliance FCU has increased its marketing
and community outreach budget. This reflects our faith in the communities and the members we serve and made
possible only with your continued use of our credit union for your financial needs.
