Most students could not attend classes in person and
had to study at home, virtually, on-line on their computers.

With the beginning of this new year, we anxiously face an uncertain future. In 2020 Selfreliance Federal Credit Union and The Selfreliance
Foundation found various ways to help our members, our churches, and our institutions. In 2021 we will continue to serve our members and
our community to the best of our ability.

Selfreliance FCU is a financial institution and an economic resource for our members and our community. We believe that our initiatives to
help the community and our long-standing institutions and organizations in 2020 were significant, and to some extent they mitigated the critical
decline of these entities, because without financial assistance they would not have survived.

In 2020, The Selfreliance Foundation provided $661,000 to churches, schools, and other nonprofit institutions. Selfreliance Federal Credit
Union issued Small Business Administration (SBA) Loans under the federal Paycheck Protection Program, distributing over $3,700,000 to eligi-
ble businesses and not-for-profit organizations. In 2021, the Credit Union will continue to allocate SBA Loans to qualified entities.

We are proud to have taken the lead in helping our community and our members during these difficult times. We are also proud of the
dedicated work of Board of Directors and the employees of all our branches, under the exemplary leadership of President/CEO Vitaliy Kutnyy,
who worked so skillfully for the benefit of our community institutions, enterprises and members of our Credit Union.

We are living in a truly extraordinary time. 2020 was a challenging
year, as every business across the world had to figure out how to
keep operating under a "new normal." This year showed us how cir-
cumstances can change in an instant and tested many aspects of our
business continuity plan. Credit Union leadership had to make some
difficult decisions, trying to balance the safety of its employees with
member accessibility. Our neighborhoods faced civil unrest, displays of
social injustice, and political tension never experienced before.

Selfreliance started the year on a positive note, completely re-
vamping its existing credit card program and introducing credit cards
that compete well with other financial institutions. Our credit cards
now offer better cashback and rewards, include tap-to-pay, Apple and
Google digital wallet technology, no foreign transaction fees and many
other benefits. SFCU received positive feedback from its members, who
on average earned 70% more in cashback or points compared to the
previous year.

Investment in technology is a very important key to the success of
our credit union. In 2020 Selfreliance added the ability to open accounts
online; and many individuals joined our Credit Union with this new and
convenient tool. We launched a new, modern digital banking system
with a fresh new look, simpler account navigation, and many self-ser-
vice options, including Alexa voice banking, text banking, Apple watch
app, and much more. To position the Credit Union better for the future,
we implemented online residential mortgage applications, enabled
Credit Union phone lines for text messaging (Yes - you can text us!),
introduced e-signatures, and redesigned our website.

2020 will also be remembered as the year when Selfreliance estab-
lished a Scholarship Program and awarded $15,000 to empower our
young members to pursue their educational goals.

Despite pandemic-related challenges such as a shortage of building
materials and delays in obtaining city permits, we were able to open a
beautiful new branch in Hamtramck, MI. Now we can better serve our
Michigan area members.

Obviously, Covid-19 had an enormous effect on the Credit Union'’s
2020 plans, and many intended projects were delayed, as we had to
reallocate resources to deal with the pandemic. At the same time, this
situation presented new opportunities for our credit union. Selfreliance
participated in the SBA Paycheck Protection Program (PPP). This
allowed the Credit Union to help 163 businesses, community not-for-
profit organizations, and churches to continue to operate during the
pandemic, saving hundreds of local jobs. While many big banks were
rejecting SBA PPP loan applications of small businesses, community
financial institutions like our Credit Union were there to help them,
showing its core mission and the true meaning of "the Credit Union
difference." Selfreliance assisted many struggling members by offering
a skip-a-pay loan program and waiving almost $100,000 in fees during
the very first difficult months of the pandemic. At a time of critical
need and shortages, Selfreliance was able to supply our churches and
community with thousands of face masks.

Even though we are going through the worst pandemic in over one
hundred years, Selfreliance had a good year financially. We originated a
record number of new loans, surpassing, for the first time in the Credit
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Union'’s history, $100 million in new loan originations. More than 1,200
members took advantage of our low interest loan rates. In July, S&P
Global Market Intelligence included Selfreliance in the “Top US credit
unions by member commercial loan concentration, for the first quarter
of 2020." The assets of the Credit Union exceeded $700 million with
capital approaching $115 million.

Due to the downward spiral of the economy, the Federal Reserve's
monetary policy, as well as many additional unplanned pandemic
related expenditures, our positive loan and asset growth did not result
in the expected growth of the Credit Union’s net income. In 2021 we
will continue to feel the negative effect of low interest rates and, like
the entire industry, may face some difficult budgeting decisions if the
economy does not improve.

Clearly, the Credit Union’s financial growth would not be possible
without you, our members. This year, Selfreliance implemented an an-
nual member satisfaction survey. Over 800 members participated and
provided important feedback that will help guide us in the future. From
positive comments to constructive advice, your responses are vital as
the Credit Union works on making your experience at Selfreliance a
better one. We thank you for your contribution and for the trust and
confidence you have placed in Selfreliance Federal Credit Union.

2020 was especially stressful for our employees, with worries about
Covid-19, the inconvenience of working from home, family members
becoming sick or unemployed, closed schools and childcare centers,
and much more. Many thanks to our Credit Union employees for going
above and beyond, and continuing to provide excellent service to our
members. | also specifically wish to thank our “Selfreliance Staff Cares
Team” and all who participated in this year's effort to make St. Nicholas
Day special for 36 children in an orphanage in Ukraine (more on that
on page 23). God bless you!

In 2021 the Credit Union will celebrate its 70th anniversary. While
the pandemic created new challenges for us, the Credit Union's
commitment to serving its members remains unchanged. Our goal is
to continue growing the institution to be more competitive, to offer a
superior level of products and service, and to support our Ukrainian
American community. The pandemic accelerated many trends: fewer
in-person branch transactions, more phone calls, and more digital
banking users. We must continue to adapt our operation to the needs
of our members and provide the financial products that our members
expect. The Credit Union is committed to investing in new technology
and employee training programs to make our members' experience
even better. We will do more in 2021 and are looking forward to con-
tinuing to be the number one financial institution of our community.

The Supervisory Committee acts as an advocate on behalf
of the members. The primary function of the committee is to
perform internal audits designed to determine: that reports and
statements are prepared on time and accurately reflect opera-
tions and their results; that internal controls are effectively main-
tained and adequately protect the Credit Union, its members
and personnel; that elected officials and employees of the credit
union perform their duties and responsibilities in an ethical and
proper manner; and that the plans and policies established by
the Board of Directors are properly administered.

The Supervisory Committee performs its duties in accordance
with the National Credit Union Administration’s (NCUA) Rules
and Regulations, which also includes hiring external auditors.
Based on the findings of the internal and external audits the
Supervisory Committee identifies areas of possible concern and
reports them to the Board of Directors.

In 2020, the Supervisory Committee focused its activities/
internal audits on the following:

(ALCO) meetings

. Review of vault inventories

. Review of accounts payable

. Responding to member issues and concerns

*  Working on Risk Assessment and Audit Plan

. Review of reconciliations for the following: Federal Reserve
Bank Account, Federal Home Loan Bank Account and the
Change Fund

. Conducted (Internal Auditor) the annual ACH Audit.

The CPA firm, Doeren Mayhew, completed a detailed audit
of the consolidated financial statements as of June 30, 2020 and
issued an Unqualified (Clean) Opinion that the financial reports
of Selfreliance FCU fairly present its operations and financial
position.

2020 proved to be a watershed year for marketing communica-
tions. The Covid-19 Pandemic curtailed traditional in-person contact,
seminars and event participation. However, two years ago, our credit
union marketing communications began to shift toward digital media.
Therefore, as Pandemic induced social isolation grew, we were in posi-
tion to accelerate our digital marketing, using our existing social media
and digital platforms. In 2020, we substantially increased our Facebook
presence and email communications, as well as our use of Twitter and
Instagram.

For our members who prefer to not use social media, we expanded
cooperation with the Selfreliance Association and its Chicago-based
radio program Evening Tribune, and other on-air broadcast radio pro-
grams including Ukie Drive and Ukrainian Wave, to keep our members
and market informed. We also continued advertising in local and na-
tional newspapers and other print media. As the environment allowed,
our representatives reached out to our communities in person, to
express our commitment and support.

A substantial component of our mission and therefore our social
marketing strategy consists of the financial support that we provide
for our community. We are proud of the over 1.2 million dollars in
community support that we were able to provide in 2020, as a result of
sponsorships and Selfreliance Foundation donations, and an additional
3.7 million in "forgivable" SBA PPP loans - over 4.9 million dollars of
support provided in 2020.

The 2020 Census presented another challenge, that of informing
our community about the importance of participating in the Census. In
addition to digital communications, we leased a 60-foot-wide electronic
billboard along heavily traveled state route 53 in Chicago's northwest
suburbs for over a month, displaying information in Ukrainian on the
Census. Information on how to participate in the Census was included
in our advertising channels.

The Pandemic’s “new normal” now leaves us in an environment of
no-touch information delivery, and also with much more information
about the habits of our members and the market. Rather than spam-
ming individuals with non-relevant offers, we are using marketplace
intelligence to tailor our communications to individuals who can actually
benefit from a particular service or offer, thus helping minimize clutter
in member and potential member in-boxes. To effectively communicate
our services digitally, we have updated and enriched our website with
more educational and informative material, to help members make
informed financial decisions.

Our goal is to communicate beneficial services and emphasize the
credit union difference to individuals, to help them improve their finan-
cial lives. Our traditional advertising channels and our enhanced digital
marketing abilities provide the vehicles with which we can accomplish
that goal for the benefit of our members and our community.

The Selfreliance Foundation of Selfreliance Federal Credit Union
has been active in Chicago for the past twelve years. The Foundation
was established to differentiate the Credit Union's philanthropic
activity from its financial services. Selfreliance FCU allocates a portion
of its annual profits to the Foundation, and the Foundation, in turn,
provides assistance to religious, youth, cultural and other not-for-
profit organizations in our community.

In 2020 The Selfreliance Foundation distributed $661,070 to local
and national Ukrainian community institutions. Since its founding,
The Selfreliance Foundation distributed $5,228,020 to the communi-
ty, as shown in the chart at the bottom of this page. A complete list of
2020 recipient organizations is provided on the following page.

Selfreliance FCU can only be as generous as it is profitable, and
so it is important that we grow our membership, because the more
our Credit Union members utilize the financial services of Selfreliance
FCU, the more assistance it can provide to the community.

2020 was a difficult year for our Ukrainian community: unemploy-
ment increased, the activities of community organizations were cur-
tailed, individual donations and payment of member dues decreased,
making it difficult for organizations to pay for their expenses.

The board of directors of The Selfreliance Foundation realized
that our community institutions needed an immediate influx of funds
at this critical time. We acted in keeping with the maxim: “He who
gives quickly, gives twice as much.” We did not wait for the organi-
zations to ask, we distributed funds based on need. In April, at the
very start of the Covid-19 pandemic, we provided financial assistance
to churches and youth organizations. During the summer we sent
additional funds to the above-mentioned institutions, whose regular

summer fundraisers could not take place. The Selfreliance Foundation
continued to provide assistance through the remainder of 2020. We
believe that our initiative was crucial in maintaining the viability of our
institutions.

There is an inherent worry that if our religious and community
institutions cease to be active, then the Ukrainian Diaspora community
will die out. If we no longer exist as an organized Diaspora, then who
will defend the interests of our Ukrainian homeland and Ukrainians
worldwide.

In 2020 The Selfreliance Foundation instituted an application
process for groups requesting donations. The completed applications
enable the Foundation’s board to better understand the needs of the
applicant, and also to satisfy the requirement for uniformity in the
grantmaking process established by the Internal Revenue Service
(IRS). We ask that applicants follow these simple steps, available on the
Selfreliance FCU website: selfreliance.com/foundation/.

We continue to monitor the activity of our community institutions,
and hope to visit them in person in the coming year, with donations
from the Selfreliance Foundation.

We believe that in the not-too-distant future our Credit Union
will open wide its doors, that churches will once again be filled with
congregants, that the summer camps and meeting halls of our youth
organizations will again be filled with the sound of joyous chatter and
song, that students will return to in-person classes, and that our mu-
seums and cultural institutions will exhibit their bounty and showcase
their talents for all to enjoy. May God help us, one and all!

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As the Covid-19 pandemic swept through the Selfreliance FCU ser- T Mo e e
vice areas in lllinois, Michigan and New Jersey, our community life came J\,_-,‘_‘,.,[M.L,.NL

to a standstill. Selfreliance Federal Credit Union and The Selfreliance
Foundation realized that our Ukrainian churches and other community
organizations, as well as our members, were in need of financial assistance
in this critical time.

Of the $661,000 in grants given by the Selfreliance Foundation in 2020,
over $128,000 were distributed in the first months of the pandemic to
Ukrainian churches, as well as youth organizations in the three states that
comprise our service area.

Selfreliance also received a grant from the Federal Home Loan Bank
of Chicago, with which it has a relationship, to mitigate the effect of the
crisis. The $20,000 grant was disbursed to churches, cultural institutions,
and youth organizations.

Selfreliance FCU also participated in the Paycheck Protection Program,
issuing SBA Loans to small businesses and other institutions, so they could
continue to meet their payroll and cover other expenses. Selfreliance
originated $3.7 million in SBA Loans, including $864,000 for churches and
other not-for-profit organizations. If all the requirements imposed by the
government are met, these loans are eligible for 100% forgiveness under
the terms of the Paycheck Protection Program.

Under government orders to “shelter in place,” Selfreliance FCU contin-
ued to serve its member-owners, with limited access to tellers, on-line and
telephone services and an enhanced member service help line. The Credit
Union also donated some 6,000 masks to our sponsoring associations
in lllinois, Michigan, and New Jersey, for distribution to the communities
served by the Credit Union.

Selfreliance Federal Credit Union offices have reopened, taking all nec-
essary precautions to preserve the health of its employees and members.

We believe that our cooperation and assistance provided a crucial
benefit to our community institutions and churches, and to our members,
in this difficult time. We encourage more people to use our Credit Union
as their primary financial institution, so that we can continue to grow and
provide even more support to our community organizations. We look
forward to better times ahead.
