Credit Union celebrated its
70th year of providing mem-
bers with leading-edge financial
services and generous commu-
nity support. | thank the Founders
of our Credit Union whose belief
in the importance of our community
having its own financial institution shall
never be forgotten.

In 2021, we continued to be affected by operational
difficulties related to the global pandemic: supply chain problems, higher
inflation, a difficult job market, constantly changing government Covid-19
guidelines and the like. Extensive resources were allocated to keeping our
Credit Union employees and members safe while we delivered convenient
financial services.

Despite all these challenges, we had excellent financial results, were
very active in new loan originations, continued investment in technology
and employee training, and supported our community. Credit Union assets
reached $800 million, member deposits and loans each increased by 14%,
and Credit Union capital approached $120 million. This fiscal strength and
solid growth allowed Selfreliance to add to our team, and now the Credit
Union employs 125 employees that support our 24,400 members in three
states. In 2022 we will open an 11th location, in Wheeling, IL.

Earlier in the year, the Credit Union continued participation in the
SBA Paycheck Protection Program. Selfreliance originated $2,079,232
of forgivable loans, helping 111 businesses, community not-for-profit
organizations, and churches to continue to operate during the pandemic.

Focused on delivering valuable services, in 2021 our Mortgage Loan
Team hosted or participated in multiple home buying and real estate
investment seminars. We provided over $120 million in home financing
to help our members buy their dream homes, investment properties
or reduce payments by refinancing their mortgage loans. | encourage
you to contact our Mortgage Department while there is still time to take
advantage of the historically low interest rates! In addition, in 2021, we
expanded our geographical reach and now offer residential mortgages
in Florida.

Participation in the Credit Union’s second annual member satisfaction
survey, which provides excellent insights to better our products, was
27% higher than last year. Every comment in the survey is reviewed and
prompts our staff to evaluate our services and find ways to change our
processes to make them simpler, faster, and more member-friendly. We
thank you for your contribution. Note that your individual feedback may
improve the experience for all our members!

The Credit Union’s robust growth would not be possible without the
dedicated work of our employees. | am very proud of the Selfreliance
team, its talent, ability to relate to member needs, and their commitment
to developing and strengthening our credit union. Moreover, we succeed
with strategic leadership of the Board of Directors, effective work of our
Supervisory Committee and the devotion of our New Jersey Advisory
Board and Michigan Advisory Committee.

SUPERVISORY COMMITTEE REPORT

3BIT KOHTPOJIbHOI KOMICI]

The Supervisory Committee is comprised of volunteers
appointed by the Board of Directors and for the past 70 years
has advocated on behalf of the Credit Union members. The
Supervisory Committee performs its duties in accordance
with the National Credit Union Administration’s (NCUA) Rules
and Regulations, which also includes hiring external auditors.
Based on the findings of the internal and external audits the
Supervisory Committee identifies areas of concern and reports
them to the Board of Directors.

The primary function of the Committee is to perform inter-
nal audits designed to determine: that reports and statements
are prepared on time and accurately reflect operations and
their results; that internal controls are effectively maintained
and adequately protect the Credit Union, its members and
personnel; that elected officials and employees of the Credit
Union perform their duties and responsibilities in an ethical
and proper manner; and that the plans and policies estab-
lished by the Board of Directors are properly administered.

In 2021, the Supervisory Committee focused its activities/
internal audits on the following:

- Participation in the quarterly Asset Liability Committee
(ALCO) meetings.
Participation in the Grand Opening of the new Hamtramck
office.
Onsite audits, at the main office and all 9 branches, to
ensure everyone is following Federal Regulations and
adhering to internal policies and procedures.
Audits of all cash drawers and vault inventories.
Review of accounts payable.
Responding to member issues and concerns.
Updating existing Audit Plan.
Performed annual ACH Audit.

The CPA firm, Doeren Mayhew, completed a detailed audit
of the consolidated financial statements, as of June 30, 2021,
and issued an Unqualified (Clean) Opinion that the financial
reports of Selfreliance FCU fairly present its operations and
financial position. NCUA examiners conducted an Examination
concluding that our institution is sound and financially stable.
The lllinois Credit Union League (ICUL) Compliance Services
performed an independent test review of the Credit Unions'
BSA/AML program and found that implemented policies, pro-
cedures and practices align with the Credit Union’s risk profile.

I thank the Supervisory Committee Members Ulana
Hrynewych, Michael Szpyhulsky, Andres Durbak, Joseph
Owerko and Yuliya Kurys, Manager of Internal Audit, for their
hard work and commitment to Selfreliance FCU.

2021 ended as a year during
which  Selfreliance’s  digi-
tal marketing far outpaced
in-person, on-site advertis-
ing and marketing efforts.

I'm
pleased to report that in 2021, community promotional and educa-
tional efforts and sponsorships approached $880,000. Community
relationships are not only monetarily driven, and so Selfreliance will
also continue to assist community groups in other interactive ways.

Through Selfreliance’s marketing efforts members are regularly
provided examples of the savings that they can realize when banking
with us. Comparative loan savings tables on our Home page show
the amounts that individuals can save when they borrow from us
compared to most other institutions. In 2021, we personalized that
data in communications to specific members, offering easy and quick
refinancing solutions. Our loan recapture program has been met with
great enthusiasm and has resulted in many thousands of dollars in
savings for our members.

In 2021 we also continued to develop our staff's abilities to reach
out to members either in-person or via phone call. This allowed our
staff to assist our members in realizing savings in their loans and
savings accounts. In 2022, we will continue to develop relationship
marketing in our staff, embodying elements of altruistic marketing,
and with a focus on helping the member’s financial situation and not
on maximizing sales.

As we enter 2022, we are enthusiastic about our ability to help
our members toward a better financial future and to support the
communities to which they belong. We invite you to become a part of
Selfreliance’s growing credit union family where you can realize the
synergy of true value in financial services and community support.

From its founding in 1951, Selfreliance Federal Credit Union has
been a financial institution with a community focus, with the goal of as-
sisting immigrants who arrived in the United States following World War
Il. These were the people who founded our Credit Union 70 years ago.

The primary purpose of a Credit Union is to provide financial
services to its members. The Credit Union established the Selfreliance
Foundation in 2005 to separate the financial aspects of its work from
its community-related initiatives. In creating the Foundation, the Credit
Union continues the tradition of community support, thereby lessening
the impact of assimilation.

During the Covid-19 pandemic, the Foundation fulfilled its obligation
of service to the community by providing financial assistance to our
institutions, so they could survive this critical period.

It is also important to note that as time passed our churches and
other institutional buildings, home to our various Ukrainian community
organizations, have been showing their age and need to be restored to
their nearly 100-year-old glory. Our Diaspora organizations also need to
be looked after so they survive into the future.

In truth, many of our organizations in past years have relied on the
goodwill and financial support of Selfreliance Federal Credit Union,
the Selfreliance Foundation and individual donors. They have been
generous and shared their hard-earned profits with the community.
The Selfreliance Foundation supports the churches, schools, youth or-
ganizations, cultural and civic institutions in our Diaspora communities,
organizations to which our Credit Union's members belong.

In 2021, the Selfreliance Foundation donated $636,500 to Ukrainian
religious, cultural, youth and community institutions. A list of organiza-
tions that received funding follows. During the past thirteen years, the
Selfreliance Foundation has donated $5,864,520 to our communities
in Illinois, Michigan and New Jersey. Under federal law, the Selfreliance
Foundation can only donate funds to organizations with 501¢3 not-for-
profit designation.

70th ANNUAL MEETING

The 70th Annual Meeting of Selfreliance Federal Credit Union
took place Wednesday, August 4, 2021 at the Credit Union's Home
Office during which the Credit Union's 2020 operations were sum-
marized.

Most importantly, 2020 was financially profitable for Selfreliance
FCU. 1200 credit union members borrowed a total surpassing $100
million, taking advantage of historically low interest rates. Credit
Union assets exceeded $700 million. Credit Union net income for
2020 was $1.3 million, and Credit Union capital approached $115
million. Selfreliance continued to be one of the most stable financial
institutions in the United States.

President and CEQ Vitaliy Kutnyy reported on the Credit Union's
participation in the Small Business Administration's Paycheck
Protection Program, issuing $3,7 million in loans to help small busi-
nesses with expenses. Of this amount, $880,000 was provided in
loans to churches and other community institutions, enabling them
to retain staff and continue operating despite pandemic restric-
tions.

The expansion of online banking services in 2020 was also men-
tioned, with which members can take care of many of their basic
financial transactions on their own. This brought the Credit Union
on par with the biggest banks and had become an integral part of
member’s financial well-being.

The annual meeting included the election of board members
for 2021. Oresta Fedyniak, Inor Laszok, Joseph Owerko were unani-
mously elected to the Board of Directors.

It was reported that in 2021 Selfreliance FCU opened its new of-
fice in Hamtramck, Michigan and renewed the scholarship competi-
tion, through which 15 young credit union members received funds.

The Credit Union grew at a steady pace, as the number of members grew. Thanks to the services of their Credit Union, members
were able to purchase homes and automobiles, save money for their children’s education and for their retirement, and start their
own businesses or professional careers. Selfreliance FCU expanded in size as a result of three mergers and acquisitions: In 1993,
Selfreliance FCU acquired Jersey City Selfreliance FCU; in 2000, Selfreliance UA FCU in Newark, NJ merged with Selfreliance FCU; and
in 2018, Selfreliance FCU acquired Future CU in Warren, Ml via merger.
