As we turn the page to 2024, we reflect on the past year with grat-
itude, and anticipate the future with optimism. Despite the difficul-
ties we faced, your loyalty and support propelled Selfreliance Federal
Credit Union to new heights.

The ongoing war in Ukraine continues to deeply affect our mem-
bers and the influx of immigrants presented challenges for our oper-
ations and staff. The Federal Reserve's decision to raise rates three
times in 2023, following seven hikes in 2022, created a historic rate
hike cycle. This led to the failure of some financial institutions, but
thanks to our strong capital position, Selfreliance FCU not only with-
stood the turmoil but continued to grow, while others lost deposits.

In a challenging macro environment, we achieved excellent finan-
cial performance. Through a structured borrowing transaction, our
assets temporarily surpassed $1 billion, marking a significant mile-
stone for our credit union. This fiscal strength allowed us to expand
our team, and we now have 130 employees supporting over 37,000
members across 11 locations in three states.

In 2023, we focused on improving services for our members,
both visibly and behind the scenes.

. Our major initiative was updating our core banking processing
system, positioning us for future growth and better member
support. This was a project that required a lot of resources and
planning and touched every single member of our team. We sin-
cerely thank our members for their patience during the system
update process.

We enhanced our digital banking services and introduced a
sophisticated credit score monitoring module with full Credit
Report and Score Simulator features which are especially use-
ful for the younger generations and new members with limited
knowledge about credit history.

In May, the Credit Union welcomed members to our new mod-
ern branch in Wheeling, IL.

We introduced mortgage and car loan programs for individuals
with limited credit and income history, making homeownership
and car ownership possible for members who recently joined
our credit union. Understanding our members' mentality and
needs is what sets us apart from other financial institutions.

Our growth wouldn't be possible without the dedicated work of
our employees, strategic leadership of the Board of Directors, and
effective contributions from our Supervisory Committee, New Jersey
Advisory Board, and Michigan Advisory Committee. Thank you all for
your service!

I'm especially thankful for our members’ loyalty and trust. Your
feedback from the annual member survey is invaluable for our im-
provements. Our top priority remains giving back to our commu-
nity and members, providing seamless banking experiences, and
expanding our credit union while offering innovative products.

I'am confident that Selfreliance will continue to thrive and suc
ceed as we strive to better serve you in the years ahead.

Marketing Report

3BIT BIAAINTY MAPKETUHIY

Our credit union strives to not only enhance
our members' financial lives but also that of the
communities to which they belong. That desire
manifests itself through our support of the myr-
iad groups to which our members belong. Our
marketing department develops and communi-
cates that support together with the advantages of
our financial products via a multitude of methods. The
result is a true partnership between our members and
communities. In 2023, marketing via community outreach re-
sulted in support for over 130 groups to which our members belong,
including nearly 30 church groups, 7 museums and cultural institu-
tions, over 20 youth and sports organizations, 17 schools, and over 47
civic groups located in lllinois, Michigan, and New Jersey.

Our extended holistic marketing includes traditional channels. Nota-
bly, in 2023, our email campaign open rate reached 70%; well above
the 30% national average in the financial industry*. and evidence that
our communications are relevant to our members. Social media reach
exceeded 343,000 individuals. Geofencing and Google ad campaigns
exceeded 1 million targeted ad impressions. Mortgage and other loan
campaigns contributed to nearly $105 million in new loans.

Extended holistic marketing provides a framework for our desire to
help, using all aspects of what connects us with those around us, in-
cluding personal contact at dozens of group gatherings and Saturday
school events, ads on 4 broadcast and internet radio programs, and
our presence at dozens of large community festivals. OUR HOLISTIC
APPROACH PROVIDES A METHOD OF communicating our faith in our
mission of helping people. Our belief in our mission results in outreach
that transcends quantifiable analytics. The results of this approach can
be seen in the number of new members who are now benefiting from
our certificates, accounts, loans, and mortgages. Nearly $750 million
in deposits, 8,400 new members, and 11 branches serving a member
base of over 37,000. The resulting utilization of services by our mem-
bers creates almost $1 million of community support per year from
our Credit Union. These results validate our mission and our belief in
bringing that mission to market.
