Oleh, a respected figure in our community and a beloved
husband, father, and family patriarch, passed away at the
age of 87 on September 13, 2024, leaving behind a lega-
cy of kindness, strength, and dedication to his Ukrainian
heritage.

Bohdan earned a bachelor’s degree from the University of
New Haven in 1972 and a master’s degree from New York
University in 1981. He built a career in insurance with the
"Knights of Columbus" and later worked in the Connecticut
Department of Revenue Services, retiring after 34 years of
service. An active member of the Ukrainian American com-
munity, Mr. Sova was a devoted supporter of the Ukrainian
Catholic Church, cultural and national events, and a lifelong
member of the Ukrainian American Youth Association in the
Greater New Haven area. He held leadership positions in
numerous organizations, including serving as the Chair of
the Board of Directors of the Ukrainian Federal Credit Union
of New England (now Selfreliance FCU) since 2018. He was
also a member of the Society of St. Andrew the Apostle, the
Society of St. Mary Magdalene, and the "Kampaniya" Club.

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The year 2024 concluded successfully for us, despite being filled
with significant challenges: the war in Ukraine continues, bringing
with it an unprecedented influx of Ukrainian refugees; inflation
reached levels not seen in decades, prompting the U.S. federal
government to implement anti-inflationary policies that significantly
raised interest rates; the U.S. presidential re-election took place; the
unemployment rate, particularly in the state of Illinois, was around
5.3%, and approximately 5% in Chicago. All of this had a significant
impact on the earnings of financial institutions across the United
States.

Thanks to the exceptional leadership and professional manage-

ment of our President/CEO and his talented team, Selfreliance
Federal Credit Union achieved yet another profitable year—our
73rd consecutive year of success.

Unfortunately, this year also brought sorrowful news. Three giants
of the Ukrainian cooperative movement—Ilongtime directors Oleh
Karawan, Ivan Pawlyk, and Bohdan Sowa—passed away. We kindly
ask you to remember them in your prayers. May Their Memory be
Eternal.

Amidst the challenges, 2024 brought moments of pride and cele-
bration. In March, the National Credit Union Foundation honored
our Selfreliance Foundation with the prestigious Herb Wegner
Award for exemplary public service, recognizing it as the Foundation
of the Year.

We warmly welcome our new members from the states of
Connecticut and Massachusetts! In June, the Ukrainian Federal
Credit Union of New England officially joined us through a merger. We
now have two branches in Connecticut and one in Massachusetts.
We are also thrilled to announce that an additional branch in
Connecticut is set to open soon.

Our credit union continues to grow and evolve, introducing mod-
ern financial services to better serve our members. An experienced
team, led by President/CEO Vitaliy Kutnyy, works tirelessly toward
this goal. We extend our heartfelt gratitude to him and all our
employees for their dedication and hard work in driving our Credit
Union forward.

We also sincerely thank the members of the Board of Directors,
Supervisory Committee, and Advisory Committees for their unwav-
ering efforts, professional guidance, and strategic vision.

The Selfreliance Foundation and Selfreliance Association continue
to play an essential role in the lives of our communities in lllinais,
Michigan, New Jersey, and now Connecticut and Massachusetts.
Their committed efforts deserve our deepest respect and gratitude.

The war in Ukraine continues to deeply affect all of us. This year,
Selfreliance FCU strengthened its infrastructure to support the
continued large influx of Ukrainian refugees, increasing our staff to
ensure better service, shorter wait times, and a more personalized
member experience.

The most significant event at Selfreliance FCU of 2024 was the
merger with Ukrainian Selfreliance New England FCU. We warmly
welcomed over 3,000 new members and 14 dedicated employees
from the New England region. We are deeply grateful to the Board
of Directors and members of USNEFCU for their trust in our Credit
Union and for selecting us as their merger partner. While the opera-
tional merger is set for early 2025, we are committed to providing
these new members with access to our modern digital banking tools
and expanded product offerings. In 2024, we provided community
support to the New England region at a level four times greater than
the average annual budget of USNEFCU in the past. We also look
forward to opening a new office at the Ukrainian American Cultural
Center of Connecticut in early 2025, reaffirming our commitment to
invest in this vibrant region.

In 2023, we surpassed $1 billion in assets due to a temporary
investment transaction. While that $200 million investment matured
this year, the combination of organic growth and our merger helped
us maintain assets above $1 billion. Today, we proudly serve almost
50,000 members across five states with a team of over 150 employees
in soon-to-be 15 branches. Our strong capital base of nearly $140
million and a robust Net Worth ratio ensure we can continue to grow
and invest in our future.

We continued to follow our multi-year strategic plan of invest-
ment in technology. In 2024, we upgraded our credit and debit card
programs to offer more self-service functionality, credit and debit
card control features, while also streamlining our back-office opera-
tions. These enhancements improve our systems, and while they may
occasionally cause brief disruptions, we are committed to minimizing
any inconvenience. | thank you for your patience and understanding
during these transitions and assure you that further investments
in technology and employee training are planned to enhance your
experience.

I want to express gratitude to the Board of Directors, Supervisory
Committee, Advisory Committees, and our employees for their
unwavering dedication. We also honor three long-serving board
members who passed away this year, whose decades of dedication
and invaluable contributions shaped the success of our credit union.
They will be deeply missed.

While we may not have a branch on every corner, we deliver
distinctive value by supporting our community. This makes us
unique. When considering your future banking needs, remember that
other financial institutions do not contribute to our community as
Selfreliance does. Together, we strengthen our Ukrainian American
diaspora.

To accomplish this, the
Committee follows guidelines set by the National Credit Union Administration (NCUA) and en-
gages external auditors for independent assessments.

After careful review of the internal and external audit findings, the Committee identifies
areas of attention and presents them, in writing, to the Board of Directors at their regular
monthly meetings.

External Audits

NCUA examiners conducted an examination determining that SFCU is sound and finan-
cially stable.

The CPA firm Doeren Mayhew conducted a detailed audit of the consolidated financial
statements for the year ended June 2024 and issued an Unqualified (clean) Opinion that the fi-
nancial reports of SFCU fairly present its operation and financial positions.

The BSA audit was completed in July 2024. The audit found no discrepancies or issues.

In May 2024, an IT audit was conducted to evaluate the security framework of SFCU, fo-
cusing on policies, procedures, and architecture. The audit concluded that these elements are
strong and well-defined.

We welcome the new members of the Supervisory Committee, Paul Stasiuk, Cybersecurity
Specialist, and Nicholas Koshiw, Commercial Mortgage Specialist. We also thank all committee
members for their dedication to maintaining high standards of oversight and protecting the in-
terests of our members, as well as Tetiana Novikova, Internal Audit Manager, for her profes-
